Why is it then that even after centuries of the
existence of humanity, the condition of wemen
has been in a stagnant pitiful state, if not
regressed further? Since time immemorial "t
women have been a target of such inequality, T
oppression and abuse that they are recognised
as the more “vulnerable” section of the
population.

It is important to note here that it is not that
women are “weak” or “vulnerable” in any sense. In-
fact, decades of research show unequivocally
that men and women are equal in general
intelligence (IQ), with women having an upper
hand in emotional intelligence (EQ) thanks to their
self and social’awareness. Gender is a common

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Such generalizations have pegged women as
everything from the “fairer sex” to overly
emotional, and men from emotionally aloof to
explosive.

Due to these stereotypes, unjustified gender-
roles are assigned to people and they are
brainwashed to such an extent that the oppressed
class themselves promote the oppression on the
other. A classic example would be some women in
eur society condemning other women for wearing
revealing clothes and blaming the victim for
getting harassed. Not one finger is pointed
towards the offender, such is the extent of the
bias.

In the past decades, women across the globe
have struggled and fought against issues like
dowry deaths, domestic violence, child marriage,
paedophilia, female foeticide, sexual harassment
at the work place, etc. Adequate amendments in
laws and stricter punishments have proved to be
effective for some issues, but still, in the 21st
century, we are here on the same page.

It seems as if no matter how many protests,
debates, rebellions are carried out, women can
never be fully free of danger. Danger to women'’s
safety, in some form or the other, is like a stubborn
nail that is struck in the society and refuses to
move.

The most recent case where we see a total
mockery of women's safety in India, is the RG
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Kar Hospital rape and murder of a trainee post-
graduate resident doctor in Kolkata, West Bengal.
From falsifying the case as suicide to tampering
evidence in the hospital building, many
accusations have been made on the very
authorities who had the fundamental duty of
protecting a citizen, that too a government doctor
in her own workplace.

The case, referred to as the Abhaya murder
case, not only brought back the haunting memory
of the Nirbhaya case, but also raised questions.
Are women really safe anywhere in India?
Desolate areas are a far off thing now, women
aren't even safe in their workplaces.

This is the 21st century we are talking about.
Our ancestors must have fought for freedom, for
equality, hoping that in the future, their lineage
would be able to live in peace, and that they woh*L,,_
have to go through what their ancestors suffered.;
However, the present society is blackened with
the violence and greed of corrupt authorities. The
very people assigned to protect us have turned
into oppressors. The people assigned to bring
justice to us sleep in somnolence, justice is
delayed and seems denied.

However, when we hit rock-bottom, we take a
step forward. Women and men of the country
have: fought against the injustice side-by-side,
restlessly, selflessly, aiming to bring about a
change in women's safety laws and punishment,
once and for all. People of all generations have
come together and contributed to the movement
in whichever way they can, through social media
or offline platforms, through papers, posters,
articles, etc. Unity is our strength and together,
change does not seem a.far-fetched dream. Our
future is in our hands, we decide what to make of
it, a future where all living beings can live safely
and peacefully, or a future that is so dark that it
seems invisible.

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Dystopian fiction is a well-known genre that gives readers an
opportunity to reimagine the world with alternate authoritarian
and totalitarian societies, where governments impose absolute
control and human rights are systematically compromised.

This is my favourite type of fiction because these narratives serve as a reimagining of
reality in which the norms of freedom and individual rights, often taken for granted, are
entirely stripped away. In these fictional worlds, the state wields unchecked power,
exerting control over citizens’ thoughts, beliefs and actions, and it challenges us to
consider the role of social causes and activism, often dismissed or overlooked in our world
as futile or insignificant.

e key to understanding how dictatorships

Through these imagined societies, we see our moral frameworks

tested, and the flaws in our own thinking about freedom and governance are highlighted. The

power of dystopian fiction lies in its ability to meticulously enforce new world orders and

how its citizens are compelled to navigate and adapt to this oppressive reality (heavily
consistent with dictatorships and military coups).

This genre often offers readers an observational stance, where we become witness to
an alternative government system that imposes its authority through the four pillars of
control; fear, surveillance, propaganda and punishment while also exposing the severe
limitations imposed on personal autonomy and thus really forcing readers to reflect on the
ethical boundaries of governance. What particularly piques my interest the most about
these societies is the manipulation and propaganda tactics; often carefully chosen, as well

i een the Head Gamemaker and
great example of how just a
people can choose the propaganda they want all of
so that the spirit of the rebels gets crushed).

The ways that are used to justify appalling human rights abuses, convincing the
population that oppression is not only necessary but beneficial is another very common
backdrop of these essays. In these fictional worlds, we encounter oppressive regimes that
distort reality, using misinformation and coercive persuasion to instil fear and dependency
among citizens. The media, education systems and public messaging in these societies work
tirelessly to embed a single narrati ity is essential, dissent is dangerous and
the government is the only source of safety and security.

From a third-person’s perspective, readers can easily perceive the absurdity and
cruelty of these justifications which might appear to the reader as thinly veiled lies or overt
power grabs. Yet, the characters within these narratives, immersed in their reality and
denied alternative viewpoints, are often convinced of the righteousness of the state’s
actions. This contrast between the readers' awareness and the characters' acceptance
creates a powerful cognitive dissonance, urging readers to question how authoritarian
systems manipulate collective consciousness and make the unacceptable appear justifiable.

Take for example, George Orwell’s 1984, a classic dystopian novel that brilliantly
demonstrates this manipulation. In 1984, the Party employs language control through
"Newspeak" and relentless surveillance to maintain control over individuals. The
protagonist, Winston Smith, initially recognizes the Party’s deceptions, yet the constant
exposure to propaganda and brutal re-education breaks his resistance. To the reader, the
manipulation tactics of the Party are transparent; we can see through the Party’s slogans
like “War is Peace” and “Freedom is Slavery.” Yet Winston, after enduring the oppressive
weight of these tactics, is eventually forced to accept and even love Big Brother,
highlighting how relentless psychological manipulation can undermine even the strongest-
willed individuals. <<
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religious ideology and violence to justify the subjugation of women. Through religious
propaganda, the government enforces its rigid social hierarchy, presenting the
oppression of women as a moral and divinely ordained structure. Here, characters like
Offred experience both awareness of and submission to the absurdity of their world.
This duality not only conveys the horror of Gilead's society but also critiques real-
world tendencies to justify inequality and subjugation through similar tactics,
employing highly sensitive and volatile aspects of society, such as religious ideology,
to subjugate. | like to think of it as the heads of state being really aware of just how
sensitive and personal these values are to a person and then use these exact
personal ideologies as a shield against rebellion, so much so that going after these
religion and cultural based dystopias would mean rebelling against the victim’s own
sense of self. Again, pillars of strength (religion, culture, individuality) are used to
weaken and subjugate the very citizen they seek to strengthen.

These stories also prompt readers to deeply consider what freedom truly means. In

dystopian fiction, the absence of freedom is starkly portrayed, forcing us to confront
what we value about our own lives and society. The freedom of expression and
grieving are two powerful motifs in these narratives, once again highlighting the
personal liberties that oppressive regimes often target first.
The freedom to grieve is another overlooked right often targeted in dystopian
societies. Grief is a personal response to loss and a natural part of the human
experience. Trauma and grief have been explored very intelligently by Margaret
Atwood and Suzanne Collins through their characters Offred and Katniss. Totalitarian
governments in dystopian fiction often undermine and make active efforts to dismiss
this right, preventing individuals from expressing their sorrow or loss. This
prohibition serves to dehumanize the population, further breaking their spirits and
solidifying the state’s control. By denying individuals the right to grieve openly, the
state attempts to suppress personal connections and emotional ties that could
foster feelings of being united in grief as a community and prevent any subsequent
dissent or rebellion.

In Aldous Huxley’s Brave New World, grief and emotional distress are
anesthetized by a drug called “soma," which eliminates any sense of personal or
existential sorrow. Here, the authority uses pleasure and distraction as forms of
control, subtly removing the capacity for deep personal emotions, including grief. The
inability to mourn the loss of relationships, or even one’s own autonomy,
demonstrates the emotional and psychological cost of state-mandated happiness,
raising questions about the true nature of freedom and the value of suffering as a
part of the human condition.

Dystopian fiction, therefore, offers much more than an escape into a fictional,
cautionary world; it holds up a mirror to our own societies and challenges us to reflect
on how far we might go in compromising our liberties for the sake of security or
conformity. These narratives compel readers to question their own beliefs, especially
regarding social causes, civil rights and the worth of individual autonomy. | strongly
feel that these pieces of literature act as an “intellectual scrub”, challenging us to
really assess the current state of our rights; urging us to re-evaluate the freedoms
we have and the vigilance required to maintain them. In a world where freedom and
autonomy are not guaranteed, dystopian fiction reminds us of the resilience and
coni:rage, vigilance and intelligence necessary to protect our most fundamental
rights.
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Another well-known example (and my personal favourite), is Margaret Atwood’s The
Handmaid’s Tale, where the theocratic society of Gilead uses a combination of

This is derived from the need to
challenge and transform patriarchal structures,
attitudes and practices that underpin gender
discrimination, marginalization and exclusion.
Empowered women would be able to exercise
autonomy and agency in their private and public
life.

It entails equal opportunities in education,
employment, health and political life; to develop
self-respect, self-confidence, and strength; to
think and express their opinions, needs, and
desires; to participate fully in decision-making
processes that concern their lives; to live free
from violence, exploitation, and discrimination.

Women's empowerment is multidimensional; it
includes aspects of social, economic, political,
cultural, and psychological elements. It takes into
consideration differences in experiences and
perceptions that exist among women themselves
and tries to respond to these various intersecting
forms of oppression and inequality.

Western feminism and Bhartiya femininity
represent two  distinct  approaches to
understanding and addressing gender inequality,
shaped by their unique cultural, historical and
philosophical contexts

Western feminism, emerging in the 18th
century, emphasizes individual rights, autonomy,
and equality, often focusing on challenging
patriarchal structures and institutions through
reason, rationality and scientific inquiry. With its
evolution through various waves, from suffrage
and property rights to intersectionality and digital
activism, Western feminism has prioritized gender
equality, reproductive rights and sexuality,
influenced by key figures like Mary Wollstonecraft,
Simone de Beauvoir and Gloria Steinem.
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In contrast, Bhartiya femininity, rooted in
ancient Indian philosophy and spirituality,
emphasizes interconnectedness,
community, and holistic well-being, drawing
on concepts like Shakti, Dharma, Karma, and
Yoga. It seeks a balance between individual
growth and family and social responsibilities,
incorporating  spiritual and  emotional
dimensions, and has evolved through
movements like 19th-century social reform
and 20th-century nationalism, influenced by
figures like Pandita Ramabai, Sarojini Naidu
and Vandana Shiva.

While Western feminism often prioritizes
individual empowerment, Bhartiya femininity
seeks collective transformation, reflecting
fundamental variations in cultural and
philosophical contexts that lead to diverse
strategies for empowerment and social
change.




Furthermore, Western feminism has been
critiqgued for its universalizing tendencies,
neglecting diverse  experiences and
perspectives, whereas Bhartiya femininity
emphasizes contextualized understanding
and inclusive approaches. Additionally,
Western feminism has focused on gender
roles and identity, whereas Bhartiya
femininity explores the intersections of
gender with caste, class, religion and culture,
highlighting the complexities of Indian
society.

Bhartiya femininity also draws on
indigenous knowledge systems such as
Ayurveda and folk practices to promote
women's health and well-being. By
recognizing and respecting these
differences, we can foster a more nuanced
understanding of gender empowerment and
work towards a more inclusive and equitable
society, acknowledging the strengths of
both approaches and learning from their
limitations.
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A comparative study of Western feminism
and Bhartiya femininity offers valuable
insights for crafting more inclusive and
effective  strategies  for  women's
empowerment. By integrating the strengths
of both frameworks, a more inclusive and
comprehensive empowerment strategy can
emerge. Combining Western feminism's
focus on individual rights with Bhartiya
femininity's emphasis on collective and
spiritual well-being could lead to more
sustainable ~ empowerment initiatives.
Contextualizing empowerment efforts within
cultural, social, and historical frameworks,
while balancing individual autonomy with
collective responsibilities, is crucial. These
approaches, along with educational
programmes, legal reforms, community
engagement, and continuous learning, can
foster a more holistic and effective pathway
to women's empowerment, Future research
could explore the intersectionality between
these philosophies, the role of men in
empowerment, and the impacts of
globalization, spirituality, and digital tools,
ensuring that empowerment strategies
evolve to address the complexities of
gender equality in diverse contexts.
